Corpus Christi _Since the Apostolic Church,
Christians have been celebrating the Eucharist,
the meal in which Christians receive the body and
blood of Christ. Jesus instituted this holy meal

on Maundy Thursday. Even though Christians
highly esteem every sacrament, the Eucharist has
traditionally held a special place among them. To
illustrate this, Ignatius of Antioch (105 AD) re-
ferred to the Eucharist as the "medicine of immor-
tality" (Ephesians 20:2). St. Ephrem the Syrian
(373 AD) taught that even crumbs from the Eu-
charistic host could sanctify thousands and thou-
sands (Homilies 4,4).

Sacred Heart of Jesus 6/23/17

The Catechism of the Catholic Church,

quoting Pope Pius XII’s beautiful en-

cyclical Haurietis Aquas (1956), states,
“[Jesus] has loved us all with a human heart. For
this reason, the Sacred Heart of Jesus, pierced by
our sins and for our salvation, is quite rightly con-
sidered the chief sign and symbol of that...love
with which the divine Redeemer continually loves
the eternal Father and all human beings’ without
exception (No0.478).
