Building Renovation Team Update

Building plans are progressing. We have a list of contrac-
tors that we will be sending our preliminary drawings to
by April 16. Complete drawings should be finished by
April 26 and will be sent out to them then. We are plan-
ning for a pre-bid walk through of our facility on or around
May 1%. After the walk through we will be accepting con-
tractor bids through May 10™.

Capital Campaign Update

1 We have reached our goal of half the cash on hand for
the estimated base cost of the building project.
Namely, we have $675,000 in cash on hand or funds
already paid out to the architect and engineers already
on the base cost of the building project ($1.35 mil-
lion).

1  Westill have $131, 292.00 remaining to come in on
pledges that are due in Feb. 2019.

1 We will need these pledges to cover the costs of add-
ons such as the carport and cupola remodeling, that
are not in the base costs of the project. The amount
of funds we take in will determine how many add-ons
we will be able to do and how much we will need to
borrow to cover the remaining half or less costs of the
building project. Note: whatever add-ons we will be
able to include in the initial project will be deter-
mined by whether we have half of their costs in cash
on hand for them. More on this next week.
