Sacred Heart Finance Council Notes from April 23

1. Latest financial report show adult envelopes slightly
down from last year, but so are expenses. Perhaps the
lowered income is due in part to pledge payments for the
building project.

2. Fr. John is still working on newer job descriptions for
the secretary and parish coordinator. He is also working
on job reviews for paid employees.

3. Parish mission (Mary Sharon Moore) cost about $5,900
with transportation. Received $1500 from Falun and
Badger and took in $1500 in free will offerings leaving a
total cost to our parish of $2900.

4. Diocesan Annual Appeal -- our goal was #13,591 -- have
received $15,347 so far with just 27% participating.

5. Have been informed that neighbors next to our parking
lot may likely sell lot in 1-3 years. We will contact them
about having first options on that property.

6. Stewardship Conference coming up July 26-27 in Sioux
Falls, SD. Bishop would like to see each parish send one
or two finance or stewardship council member to this.

7. Looked at a proposal for a new photocopier and decid-
ed to stay with the present one for now as long as it
works well and parts are available.

8. Diocese is requesting budgets for next year be in by
June 30. Fr.John and Marlene will start work on that.

9. Pat Adrian will conduct mtgs. If Fr. John is unable to
attend. Ann L. will help prepare finance reports for the
meetings.

10. Next meeting: June 11, 5:15 PM.

It is as simple as this:
From a treatise on John by Saint Augustine, bishop
“The new commandment”

The Lord Jesus declares that he is giving his disciples a
new commandment: / give you a new commandment: love one
another.

But wasn’t this commandment already part of the ancient
law of God, where it is written You shall love your neighbor as
yourself? Why, then, is it called a new one by the Lord, when it
is really so old? Is it new because he has divested us of our
old humanity and clothed us with the new? It is true that love
renews those who listen to it (or rather, those who act in obedi-
ence to it) but it is that particular love which the Lord distin-
guished from all carnal affection by adding love one another as
| have loved you.

This is the love that renews us, making us new persons
heirs of the New Testament. It was this love, my beloved
brethren, that renewed the patriarchs and prophets of old, and
later renewed the blessed apostles. This is the love that is now
renewing the nations and gathering together a new people, the
body of the only-begotten Son of God. Of her the Song of
Songs says, Who is she who is coming up, clothed in white?
Clothed in white because she has been renewed; and how
else can she have been renewed but by the new command-
ment?

Because of this, the members of the people of God have a
mutual interest in one another; and if one member suffers then
all the members suffer with it; and if one member is honored
then all the members rejoice with it. For this they hear and this
they observe: | give you a new commandment: love one anoth-
er: not as people who pretend to love nor indeed as people
love one another genuinely but in a human way. Rather, they
love one another as those who belong to God.. They share
with each other the love with which he leads them to the end
that will bring them fulfiment and the true satisfaction of their
real desires. For when God is all in all, there is no desire that is
unfuffilled.

This love is bestowed on us by him who said, Just as /
have loved you, you also must love one another. He loved us
so that we should love one another.
